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Grant Award Criteria 2025
1. TNET’s mission is to advance the religious teachings of the Catholic faith in Ireland through the provision of financial assistance for use in support of evangelisation initiatives. The Trust aims to serve the Catholic Church in Ireland and to aid the Catholic bishops in the Church’s ministry of evangelisation. 

2. TNET provides grants for activities, events, strategies, training, education or campaigns designed to evangelise, catechise, and provide ongoing formation and support to nurture the spiritual growth of the people of Ireland. Grants may be provided for activities of both a capital and a current nature.

3. Grants are available to established organisations, lay movements, new Catholic groups, umbrella organisations and individuals. A track record is an advantage. Grants are not available to organisations that will disburse funds by regranting to other organisations.

4. Preference is given to projects that are collaborative in nature and demonstrate long-term effects.

5. A letter of support from your parish priest, a supporting religious congregation, established Catholic organisations or a diocesan ministry director is helpful.

6. Matching local funds is desirable as a sign of commitment and ongoing support at the local level. 

7. In the event that an awarded project is not completed, all funds shall be returned to the trust. At a future time the grant application may be reconsidered.  

8. The normal range for a grant is from €500 to a maximum of €5,000. For 2025 the grants are expected to range from €250 to €2,000.

9. A committee will review applications for completeness. Incomplete applications will not be forwarded for further consideration. The committee may request further information, documentation or letters of endorsement.

10. All awardees must provide a written project report and accounting of funds on the conclusion of the project.

11. TNET provides updates to its donors and will include details of all grants provided together with details on the completion of the project. If awarded a grant, you will be required to sign a form to allow us to use images and details of the project and will be requested to provide some copyright-free images/photographs in electronic format.

12. It is preferable to complete the application form electronically in the Word format which can be downloaded from the website, printed out and then included together with the other documents required.  

13. Application Checklist: An Application Checklist is attached to this application form. It is important that this is read carefully before completing your application.  
14. Deadline for receipt of applications in 2025: There will be one round of funding. The deadline for receipt of applications is 5 p.m. on Monday 17th November.
15. Sending in your Application: All applications should be sent by ordinary post or by email to info@thenewevangelisationtrust.ie.  Applications are generally acknowledged within 2 weeks. If you do not receive an acknowledgement, please check with us to ensure the application has been received.

· Please provide the following:

· If funding was received the previous year, please include a short report, including photos if possible, describing how the funding has helped your ministry.  Please note that failure to provide a report may impact future funding opportunities.
· A detailed budget for the project.  Verify the budget is complete and clearly identifies income, expenses, and the need for funding from the Trust. Verify all calculations.
· A signed cover letter from the Director or Chief Officer of the applicant organisation. The letter should be one page or less in length.
· A letter of support from the appropriate ecclesial authority if your organisation is governed by one.
· A copy of your most recent Annual Report and Accounts.  If it is a start-up operation, include a budget for the coming year.  If you do not produce audited accounts, please contact us regarding the financial information you need to submit.
· A list of your board of directors and management/leadership staff.
· A Copy of Charitable Status Certificate (If not a registered Charity, please give details of legal structure or governing rules for your organisation).
· Other information – you can include other information you think might be relevant to the application.  This can include a copy of your most recent newsletter, leaflets on your services and/or an annual report.
